B. ACTION (Buff Tibbetts):  Check with Gene Simmons about maintaining/hosting Chapter’s web site.  STATUS – OPEN (04 March 2003).  AMENDED ACTION (31 March 2003):  (Mark Erickson)  Will contact Gary Drake (2-4455) about web page format, the best way to contact Yahoo, and reactivating our pages thru Yahoo (procedures and costs).   AMENDED ACTION (07 August 2003):  (Buff Tibbetts)  Buff Tibbetts will talk with Gary Drake about the pros/cons of carrying out present web contract and then rehosting chapter web with Crestview provider or transferring web page to Crestview provider now.  AMENDED ACTION (02 September 2003):  (Mark Erickson)  Mark has contacted Yahoo and is now waiting for Technical Support to respond.  Board of Directors has agreed that if Yahoo does not promptly respond to our request for help and the Crestview provider does not charge exorbitant fees to host web page, Buff Tibbetts is authorized to make arrangements with Crestview provider to begin hosting chapter’s web page.  07 October 2003:  (Buff Tibbetts)  Yahoo support will be stopped.  Buff will contact Gary Drake about transferring files to new provider.  Pushing to have new web site up and active within two weeks.

5. Discussion.   

· Dr Maqsood Mohammed recapped 2003’s Florida Panhandle Regional Science Bowl.  UWF provided the facility; OWCC provided judges; other local businesses/organizations contributed also.  Six teams with one continuing onto the National Science Bowl competition.  Teams are comprised of five members.  Top three teams received monetary awards (top team, $1,000 for school).  Raised approximately $6,000 from local businesses/organizations.  Money raised locally went to awards, facility, T-shirts, food.  Team sent to Nationals achieved the 2nd out of 3 tiers and received $1,000 for their school.  National assumes all costs at this point.  Zoom into Science, February 21, 2004, 8 a.m. – 5 p. m., OWCC is the next science bowl.  Push will be for more teams to participate.  Striving to raise $8,000 for 2004 competition.  Five-year projection plan is to have 18 teams participate and raise $13,000.

· December 2003 will be election month for President-Elect, Secretary, three Board of Directors.  Board members are asked to talk with fellow ITEA members about serving in any of these positions for two years.

Next Board of Directors meeting is Tuesday, 02 December 2003 at 1530 in Building 350, Room 283.
