MINUTES OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING

1. Call to Order.  President-elect Dale Bridges called to order the Executive Committee meeting in Building 260, Eglin AFB, FL, on Tuesday, 10 January 2005, at 1130.

2. Minutes of Previous Meeting.  Minutes of the December 2005 meeting were approved.
3. Reports:
A. Treasurer – Buff Tibbetts.  Buff reported that we have $937.19 in checking and $14,522.42 in savings.  He brought up our participation in the upcoming Science Fair, more on that later.  
B. National Notes – Bob Arnold.  Bob said that National is starting a strategic planning effort to chart the course of ITEA in the future.  He said that they were looking a number of things to include growth, should the organization remain as is with major emphasis on DoD testing or branch out to include things like technical training, standards, certificates, etc.  He said that inputs were requested by the end of this week, but he was going to ask for an extension to allow anyone on our board to provide him their thoughts and inputs.  He also said that Alan Plisher (Sp) will be retiring from ITEA this year.   

C. Education Chair – Mike Buck.  Mike mentioned that all the scholarship packages were out and we are now in the wait and see mode.  Mike spoke with Flo about getting the word out to the local papers, more to follow on this.  
D. Membership Chair – Betsy Thorn (not in attendance).  Dale confirmed that he could get the new C2 building for a mixer and tour in Feb.  He and Donna are going to be looking for a Thursday that will work and get the word out.
E. Programs Chair – Curt Kirkland and Donna Self.   Donna said that the next event is another co-sponsored event with NDIA at the O’Club with Ms. Stokley giving an Acquisition State of the Union speech, 25 January 06.
F. Awards Chair – Harry Strittmatter.  Harry is waiting for a few more inputs before putting the package together for the boards review.
G. Symposium Chair (Chris Nixon.  Chris gave a good rundown of current planning efforts.  He announced that a golf tournament will be part of this year’s activities—Dale is honchoing this one.  A3 credit will be given for the courses and presentations.  Look for this to come out with the final pamphlets.  It was suggested that he invite the SK folks to the next meeting and it be devoted entirely to the symposium and related planning efforts.
H. Publications Chair ( Flo Moore.  Flo said that she had contacted four local publications about a scholarship article and that she was given a few more in the local area to get in touch with.  We also need to get something out to the TEAS population via the front office.  
I. Election Chair ( Tim Swope.  The board discussed, again, what we needed to do to get the memberships buy-in on a new board.  Tim will be getting out a ballot with a name for each new position and a place for write-in votes.  He said he should get it out this week and the results will be announced at the next meeting. 
4. Old Business.  Review of open action items.

A. ACTION (Chris Nixon):  Local symposium planning.  STATUS:  Open.  The board agreed in principle to an annual Test and Training Symposium beginning Mar-Apr 07.  Dale had planned to discuss the concept with the 46TW leadership.  Betsy had offered to bring Gene Estep (AAC/XR) to a board meeting to discuss the potential to extend this forum past the 46TW.

B. ACTION (Betsy Thorn, Donna Self, Dale Bridges):  Membership Mixer.  STATUS:  Open.  See notes above for Membership Chair.
C. ACTION (Chris Nixon):  AFSEO Stores Compatibility Symposium.  STATUS:  Open.  See notes above for Symposium Chair.  
D.  ACTION (Chris Nixon):  Annual T&E Forum Sponsorship.  STATUS:  Open.  The board continues to discuss the initiative to make this an annual event in the spring or fall timeframe.  The forum presentations are now posted on the chapter website.  

E. ACTION (Bran McAllister and Buff Tibbetts):  Election Slate.  STATUS:  Closed.  The president elect will send out a membership-wide email soliciting interest from those willing to become more involved in chapter activities.  The decision about the specific election process will be made pending the response to that email.  See notes above for Election Chair.

F. ACTION (Buff Tibbetts):  Support for the Okaloosa County Science Fair.  STATUS:  Closed.  In the past, we have split the costs of trophies with AOC, who cannot support the event by themselves.  Last year, we agreed to a 50/50 split, and provided $1000.  This effort is good publicity for ITEA.  The board generally agreed to continue to support the event.

5. New Business. 

A. ACTION (Buff Tibbetts):  New Website Options.  STATUS:  Open.  Buff discussed the website and stated that we are paying $29 monthly for a basic data base site that we could probably get half as much.  He will be looking into other sites and their costs, work to transfer, etc and get back to us.  It was agreed that nothing will be done to the website until after the symposium so we don’t inadvertently screw something up with that
